} Applicants 21 years of age or over must 
have held a licence for at least 1 out of 
the last 3 years. 

} You must be of good character. 

} You must have a satisfactory driving 
record. 

} You must be medically fit. 

} You must be able to perform simple 
mathematical calculations. 

} You must be able to show you can 
understand basic English.

Apply for an ancillary 
certificate to drive a taxi 

} Complete an application for an ancillary 
certificate to drive a Taxicab (available 
from Service Tasmania). 

} Complete a commercial drivers health 
assessment (available from Service 
Tasmania). 

} Obtain a national police report on traffic 
and criminal convictions. 

} Successfully complete a TAXI driver 
training course provided by Driver Safety 
Services. 

} Submit the completed application, 
commercial drivers health assessment 
and Police report to Service Tasmania. 

} If your application is approved, Transport 
Tasmania will issue you with a letter of 
authorisation. 

} Once you have successfully completed 
your training course, and presented your 
letter of authorisation, Driver Safety 
Services will provide you with a 
ΨCertificate of CompetenceΩ 

} Present your Driver Safety Services 
;Certificate of CompetenceΩ to a Service 
Tasmania outlet for issue of your ancillary 
certificate.
